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A CENTURY OF GATHERING — THE ANNUAL LEAGUE CONFERENCE

In 1916 League leadership held a one-day meeting to gather its membership and educate them on
current issues. The convention consisted of an early morning session devoted to a business meeting and
the afternoon portion consisting of addresses by three out-of-state municipal leaders.

Out of the success of this first meeting it was decided that it should become a yearly event, and over the
years the size of the League’s Annual Conference has grown immensely. What started as a one-day
meeting is now a three-day conference with over 15,000 attendees, 600 companies exhibiting, and over
170 League educational sessions and additional affiliate sessions occurring. The Conference is also host
to the Mayors Box and Delegates Luncheons, awards ceremonies, and the Women in Government
Breakfast.

The NJLM Business Meeting, to which all members are invited, is also held during Conference week.
